The applicant should be ready to make a difference in education in the United States by having a voice and view on the subjects placed before them.  

Expectations

(Members may apply for additional terms).

· Be a student ambassador for Project Tomorrow within your school and community. 

· Participate in monthly online meetings of the Student Advisory Council (anticipated time commitment is 1 – 2 hours per month).  Members are welcome to volunteer for additional hours. 

· Interact with other members of the Student Advisory Council with respect and consideration. 

· Participate as time allows in data analysis and trend analysis projects using the Speak Up data.  

· Students must have online access during evenings and weekends.
